Drennon geneology from 1789 (birth of William Drennon in GA to present) – updated Nov 28 2004
Note: I believe the road blocks in the past to Drennon geneology were from some confusion in the census, especially the roadblock of 1900 census….  and the wooden graves of Drennon’s in the 1860s and 1870s in Floyd Co, GA where poverty was too great to make stone grave heads. The wooden crosses have long since deteriorated. Many Drennons died in the Civil War (the population of GA Drennon’s decreased drastically in the 1860s and many were in CSA records as dying, especially against Sherman’s march to the sea. 


Many people in the past were stopped by the 1900 census where William T Drennon’s mother and father were marked to be from AL. Also, His sons included no Raleigh. There were scratch-outs in that census and I think the census taker got a little confused. Obviously, the “Rollie” in the census was Raliegh… because the age was correct and the siblings were the correct siblings. The age pf William T Drennon matched that of the son of  Thomas M Drennon of Floyd County, GA .. and that matched what Raleigh E Drennon, Sr had said. In truth, the birth places of Thomas and his wife, Elizabeth had been entered differently in different censuses. Although perhaps Thomas was born in AL, but many of his kids assumed it was GA and he obviously is only in the GA census takings. His mother was born in NC, not GA or SC or AL … which different children in different census takings seemed confused about… or the census taker himself. However, the correct dates and family members give me some confidence that this geneology is correct.. despite those census abnormalities. This is futher certified by decendants of Charles Drennon that have talked to. Then when the Sons of Confederate Veterans genealogist came up with the same line independently, I feel pretty good about what I have discovered.
Note: Among Thomas Martin Drennon’s offspring were Charles Drennon and William T. Drennon. William T Drennon  was the father of Raleigh Drennon. Chareles Drennon was the father of C B Drennon who was the father of Noble Drennon and his offsping some of whom I have spoken with).


Some children disappear in the census, but child-deaths at that time are not uncommon.  Some surprises were found. For example, evidently Raleigh and Luther had a sister that was an infant death (Rosa Drennon … from 1910 census). 


I have not typed in all of the information yet… but this should get you started.  At the end, there are some names that I know are relatives.. many I have met in my youth.. but I do not know the connection. I list those names at the bottom. If anyone should know the genetic connection, please let me know.


All of the ancestors are in RED. All of the ancestors and offspring of Raleigh Eugene Drennon, Sr are in bold red letters.


I believe the first Drennon’s came into South Carolina in the early 1730s but I have not dug up significant evidence to the linkage yet…. 

Below, I give you the findings of the genealogist for Sons of Confederate Veterans for our family line.

She was placed in Milledgeville (GA) state asylem.  In this sad tale, she was there for many years before they dicided that she had nothing mentally wrong with her. She was a free female spirit living in the wrong time period, evidently. Eventually, she moved to a nursing home in Gray, Georgia.. where I would visit her. She was first a “patient” but later became a nurse/helper there. She had been institutionalized for so long, she no longer felt comfortable to live outside an institution. Granddad felt very guilty about Agnes being institutionalized and expressed this to me in his later years. Agnes, however, was a very happy lady … to her death. Aunt Mary (Luther Drennon’s wife) wrote to her regularly and visited her often.
Willliam L Drennon – Raleigh, while in politics did not want William around. I guess there was some disagreement between the brothers. William first lived in the Atlanta area, but Raleigh encouraged him to move to Florida. He lived somewhere along the Tamiami trail near the everglades between Tampa and Miami.
